Over 31,000 Students attend the University and has graduated 

145,000 alumni in its 44 year history. The university contains 14 fac-

ulties that spans over a 200 hectare piece of land that spans more 

distance than all of downtown Calgary. The university has 1,800 aca-

demic staff and 2,200 support staff. The fourteen faculties are Arts, 

Education, Environmental Design, Graduate Studies, Haskayne 

School of Business, Kinesiology, Law, Medicine, Nursing, Nursing 

(Qatar), Schulich School of Engineering, Science, Social Work and 

Veterinary Medicine.
